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Journey of National Service Scheme in the
perspective of the University

Pt. Ravishankar Shukla University is Chhattisgarh's largest nstitution of higher education, founded in
1964, and named after the first chief minister of erstwhile Madhya Pradesh. The University has a sprawling
campus in the western part of the capital of Chhattisgarh, Raipur. The campus of University is spread in
307 acres of land. There are Twenty-Nine teaching departments in the University. A variety of self fi-
nanced and vocational course have been initiated in some departments.

Attracted by the opportunity to study and conduct advanced research with renowned professors and fellow
scholars in one of the Chhattisgarh's most dynamic cities, students also come from the neighboring States.
There are 5000 students enrolled for variety of courses offered by the departments who are steered under
the guidance of more than 100 faculty members. Jurisdiction of RSU covers 05 district of Chhattisgarh.
There are 141 educational institutions affiliated to the University. In the academic year 2019-20 about
1,70,000 students were enrolled, both for undergraduate and postgraduate courses. The University plays a
major role in the educational, cultural and economic life of the region.

On the occasion of Gandhi Jayanti on 2 October 1969, Swami Vivekananda ji as the source of inspiration
of youth, the Government of India launched a scheme called National Service scheme for personality de-
velopment and leadership development of youth.

In the then Madhya Pradesh, Dr. Harisingh Gaur University Sagar and Pandit Ravi Shankar Shukla Univer-
sity Raipur started this scheme in 1969. From 1969 to 1971, the scheme continued to operate as a unit in
the university, after the order received by the government in 1971, other related to the university This
scheme was started in institutions in the first phase of the year. This scheme was started in the respective 3
colleges of Raipur district, after that gradually the scheme started in all the respective colleges.

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Anti-Terrorism Day : Anti-Terrorism Day is celebrated every year on 21 May on the death
anniversary of Rajiv Gandhi. Its basic objective is to eliminate terrorism from the country and how
the country will be safe by making the youth aware of the horrors of terrorism. This program was
also organized in the university.

International Yoga Day :- International Yoga Day is celebrated every year on 21 June, its pur-
pose is to keep the mind and body healthy through yoga. This day is celebrated every year in the
university in a dignified manner.

National Service Scheme Day :- National Service Scheme Day ceremony is every year on 24
September. In Chhattisgarh, the state level event is organized every year by the university. In which
more than 700 volunteers and officers are present from the state. It is a two -day event every year in
which there is a state level competition of Deshi sports on the first day, and on the second day a
Samman ceremony is organized in which state level award of National Service Scheme is awarded.

Clean India Campaign :- Swachh Bharat Abhiyan started on 2 October 2014. The purpose of
this program was to remove the filth from the country, mainly to make the people aware of the dis-
ease spread by open defecation and filth spread in public places. This program was started by the
Prime Minister of the country, Honorable Modi ji. This Swachh Bharat Abhiyan has been adopted
by the whole country and in today's situation we can say that people now think in public places, in
trains, in buses before they are dirty, this is the reason for a huge social change. This service was al-
so adopted by the National Service Scheme and many programs were done by volunteers for a dirt-
free India, including cleaning of the institution, cleaning of public spaces, cleaning of rural areas,
construction of toilets in the village and awareness generation among the villagers. Awareness of us-
ing toilets.

Voters' Day :- In democratic countries, elected representatives rule by the people, this is also the
tradition in India's largest democratic country. After independence, voting took place for the first
time in 1951, followed by Lok Sabha and Vidhan Sabha elections after every 5 years, in the past the
percentage of voting in India was very low, keeping this in view, Election Commission of India eve-
ry year January 25 is celebrated as Voters' Day, and an attempt is made to introduce people to the
power of votes. Rashtriya Seva Yojana has been involved in this campaign since its inception. Vol-
unteers are made aware to vote by rally, by street plays, by discussion, speech etc.

National Youth Day :- National Youth Day is Celebrated every year on 12 January on the occa-
sion of Swami Vivekananda's birthday, the inspiration of the National Service Scheme is Swami
Vivekananda. Every year in the university, this program takes place in joint organization of Viveka-
nanda Ashram and National Service Scheme. The aim of the program is to spread the thoughts of
Vivekananda among the youth and inspire them to follow their ideals. In this dignified event, a dis-
cussion based on Swami ji's ideas is organized for the students and many other programs are also
organized.

Various events organized:- National Service Scheme organizes various programs time to time
such as Fit India Movement, Nutrition Diet Fortnight, Self Defense, Road Safety, Pulse Polio, Con-
stitution Day, Sadbhavna Day, National Integration Day etc. as per the instructions of Government
of India and State Government.
