9th Alumni (Online) Meet 2020-21 

The 9

 alumni meet of 2020-21; School of Studies in Biotechnology, held on 20

th
 

of August, 2021 was a mixture of, a meeting of long time friends, juniors learning 

from advice and experiences of their seniors, suggestions from alumni to improve 

the association. 

The first virtual meet, began at 11 am led by Dr Shubra, who welcomed all the 

members present and gave a brief introduction on the foundation of the alumni 

association. The attendees were also informed that the overall lifetime members in 

this associated has been increased to 145. 

The presidential address by Dr Ram Kunjam started by acknowledging Dr K.L. 

Tiwari sir, Professor and former Head, S.o.S. in Biotechnology, Pt RSU and Dr 

S.K. Jadhav, former Head and Professor, S.o.S. in Biotechnology, Pt RSU for 

laying the foundation of the department and the coalition with their hardwork and 

perseverance. He also expressed his gratitude towards Dr K.K. Sahu, Professor and 

Head, S.o.S. in Biotechnology, Pt RSU. The president congratulated all the newly 

selected Assistant Professors and also mentioned the significance of mock 

interview organized by the Alumni Association, as out of 93 candidates 47 were 

selected in different subjects of life-sciences. 

Prof S.K. Jadhav also congratulated the selected Assistant Professors from the 

department and asked them to guide their juniors in achieving the same success 

they have achieved.  

Prof K.K. Sahu also, spoke on two things, first being the much required guidance 

and second being the suggestions of alumni for the improvement of department. 



Dr Neha Thakur talked about biotechnology opportunities at company, academies 

and industries. She also talked about PhD and Post doc from abroad. She also laid 

emphasis on Publishing papers during master’s education, recommendation from 

alumni and working without fellowships. 

Mrs. Anshika Pandey who completed her post graduation from the department in 

the year 2012 and is currently working as a Joint Collector, spoke about Civil 

Services as a second route of career for post graduate students and that’s it is never 

too late to start studying for a completely different field if you are determined and 

ready to work hard. She also spoke about finding her roots in the department and 

how she looked up to Prof S.K. Jadhav for moral and academic support. 

The next speaker for the day was Dr. Lal who is the first PhD scholar of the 

department of Biotechnology in 2008. She talked about how due to personal 

circumstances she completeld her PhD in 2 and half years due to the lessons of 

discipline and hard work in the department of biotechnology from her guide Dr. 

K.L. Tiwari, Dr. S.K. Jadhav and all the other faculty members. She also spoke 

highly ofMiss anshika as a student and also invited her to speak at her institute of 

work. 

Mr. Bhavesh Vadiya who is currently serving as a manager at canara bank also 

spoke about focus and determination in no matter which field you choose. He also 

spoke on vaccination and current covid situations and the role of biotechnology 

and its students play in it. He also compared life to plant tissue culture as when we 

don’t get results in plant tissue culture we never give up; failure in life should be 

dealt in the same way. 

Mr Satish Ramteke, serving currently as a Nayab Tehsildar and has also qualified 

CGAPPSC in zoology with all over 7

 rank. He said that even if a student is 



unable to choose between two different fields at an earlier stage, he should always 

study and work hard in any subject they have chosen, because sooner or later the 

knowledge gained would come in use. As life is unpredictable and when they 

would want to change their field of profession is not certain. 

Mr. Neeraj verma, who has done his post graduation in the year 2013, qualified 

NET exam 3 times, is currently pursuing his PhD from ICMR certified CDRI-

Lucknow. He shed light on the efforts he has taken, books he has referred, and 

steps he has taken to qualify exams. He also talked about the healthy competition 

with his classmates during his time of M.Sc. which motivated him to work hard 

and improve in his studies. He also appreciated the teaching pattern of the 

department which aided him a lot. 

Miss Ashita Parida, a student passed out in 2018 after doing M.Sc. is currently 

owner of a small mushroom business.
