INTRODUCTION

Pandit Ravishankar Shukla University, named afiéz Pandit Ravishankar Shukla,
the first Chief Minister of Madhya Pradesh afteorganization of the state in 1956,
was added to the list of Indian University duririge tThird Five Year Plan period
when Madhya Pradesh Act No. 13 of 1963 came intcefon the first of May 1964.
It thus started functioning from the 1st June 1964te Smt. Indira Gandhi
inaugurated the postgraduate teaching departmértsedUniversity on the 2nd of
July 1965, and Shri Narsimharao Dixit, the then &dion Minister, inaugurated the
classes on the 10th of November 1965. On 1st Noee2®01, when Chattisgarh was
carved out from Madhya Pradesh as a new politicsitye it became one of the

leading Academic Institutions of the new State.

The University at present caters to the educatioealds of one of the major tribal
region of India. Its jurisdiction, which includesa&ar, Mahasamund, Dantewara and
Kawardha districts, extends over an area of 80€epkm. In Baster and the southern
parts of the other seven districts lie the tribeduttlands of the country. The university
is essentially rural in character and is expeabeddrk for the education and welfare

of rural tribal masses of Chattisgarh.

Bastar division alone is bigger in area than thir@MNortheastern region comprising
of 7 independent states. The tribal population afstBr and other districts of
Chattisgarh region is more than any other knowratrareas / regions of this country.
This makes Pt. Ravishankar Shukla University a Brsity for tribes in the true
sense, notwithstanding its location in an urbamdrarea. Therefore, this university,
which has been active for the upliftment of tribgece its inception in various
domains, has carved out a special niche for itgetiie National level. The university
deserves a special status for its endeavour inatitigcthe tribes of Chattisgarh

region.
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Pandit Ravishankar Shukla University, with its hepaalters located in the western
part of the Raipur city, the capital of Chattisggphesently caters to the educational
needs of the people living not only in all the digs of Chattisgarh but also the

boarder areas of other States, namely Madhya Rraddaharashtra, Orissa,

Jharkhand and Andhra Pradesh.

consortium, which is providing databases and fak access to journals and
e-books. The library has also been receiving thel#\Bank Publications free
of cost directly from Washington under their veewtselected ‘Depository

Library Programme’.

A proposal for establishment of a ‘Digital Docunetian Centre’ in the
library to provide online service of UGC-Infonetalngh INFLIBNET and to
utilize ‘library consortia’ of UGC has been put féurther action in this
direction. This will be a major initiative for traforming the university library

into a modern knowledge base for higher learning.

45  SETTING UP A QUALITY ASSURANCE SYSTEM

In view of the growing concern about the qualityttod educational services being
offered by the education system as listed abowe,dévelopment of a quality
assurance mechanism becomes a matter of primagecotior the Government. This
has become more important since the state is ngelotihe sole provider of education
and training, liberalisation having opened up ptigainvestment in higher and
technical education, education other, and the naditim for such investment could
vary from philanthropy at one end to pure commdriiterests at the other. With
Chattisgarh's growing emphasis on promoting privatdiatives in setting up
educational institutions of high quality, it is essial that quality be regularly
monitored to ensure satisfaction of norms bothhgygublic and private institutions.
As the State reduces its role in financing higherd atechnical educational
development, its role in enforcing quality becomesn more important and critical.

Since Chattisgarh State with vast natural resourdess limited institutional

resources, it should endeavour to integrate varioeguired functions of quality

monitoring and assurance in existing educationalictures. It should synergise
efforts of Department of Higher and Technical Edicmg and all the State

Universities such as HRSU Raipur, GGS Bilaspur,vdrsity in both setting up

standards and in monitoring performance of indiatunstitutions. The Quality

Assurance System would have to function at thnegldethe State level, the district
level, and the institutional level. The functiongte three levels would be different
but would need co-ordination and integration.

The assistance of institutions of higher

learning would be needed in both identifying catigparameters at various levels of

education and in setting up standard benchmarks. Qtality Assurance Division in the

Directorate of Higher and Technical Education stialélegate some of its responsibilities to

these organisations while playing the role of aododinator and policy maker. At the

institution level, the responsibility for qualityanitoring be vested in the Principal / Vice

Chancellor of the University with adequate infrastural support. The desirability of

establishing an electronic network both for infotima flow and monitoring performance of

institutions be considered.
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46  CONCLUSIONS

Quality assurance of the educational process is telee a major responsibility of the
State so as to ensure that both public and privatestments in education and training are
meeting the objectives of educational developm&itce human resource and natural
peaceful ambience are the strong assets of the, S&iting up enabling mechanisms for the

development of quality institutions of educatioraining and research should become a
policy priority.

A viable and strong Quality Assurance mechanism l&vawt only equip state
residents with the highest quality of education &rathing but would also encourage
private investors to establish quality institutionghe State in those areas where there
is unsatisfied national/international demand.

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CHAPTER 6

PROMOTING ACADEMIC EXCELLENCE

GENERAL OBSERVATIONS

Pt. Ravishankar University Raipur is an importantugrsity of Chhatisgarh. It has
considerable potential of becoming a leading ussigof the region. It has almost all
the important departments a good university shbalte. Sprawling campus, some
impressive buildings housing several Schools ofliégs) wide roads interconnecting
various facilities, good library, play grounds edce the salient features of the
University. The University lacks boundary wall cctaunt of which some
encroachment has taken place over the year. Tlagr i@pd maintenance of several
building and roads, is needed. The equipment@aching material is good in some

departments, but is obsolete or inadequate in akgartments.

In spite of conducive and active academic enviramna@d a good history of its past
performance, the University has not been able twece its image. It has already
started showing signs of complacency and lack ofadyism due to its inability to

cope up with the fast changing professional scendhe waves of globalization and
privatization have reached almost all the cornérhe world and Chhatisgarh is no

exception in this regard.

The University should be able to take strides stodsecome a partner in progress of
the newly created state. ThAalvantage New must therefore, be the major plank on
which the future perspective growth of the Univigrshould be envisaged, planned

and executed.

The major role, which the Pt. Ravishankar Shukla/ehsity is required to play, is to
provide academic and professional leadership so that the advantage new for the
State of Chattisgarh could be transformed intoddmack progress and prosperity of

its people. The University was founded in the y#864 and thus by now has a

14
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standing of 4 decades of its functioning. It isportant therefore that the future
perspective plan for the university should seripust pursued with a view to re-
engineering and re-vitalizing its academic and adstriative structures. In this quest
the University should take up major innovationstgnacademic and administrative

functions.

Taking an overall view of the weaknesses in theiouar departments of the
University, the following remedial points need ses consideration on institutional
basis.

1. Almost all Schools / Departments are short ofr@ment faculty. The process
of recruitment for the appointment of the faculyh{ch started around 1992),
is vary sluggish and has aggravated the problem.

2. Lack of competent faculty in most departmensgeeially Humanities and
Social Sciences, has affected the efficiency oftéaehing and research in a
big way. This poses a serious problem of facingfacompetition by various
private colleges and universities offering simdamand driven courses.

3. Due to increasing demand of employment orieptefessional courses in the
emerging globalized market driven economy, somexdegents, in particular
belonging to Social Sciences and Humanities, areativacting sufficient
number of students and are thus facing the thréasuovival. Clearly,
traditional courses need to be modified to incoapmmapplied and job related
aspects. Poor enrollment of students in some ofsti@ols of studies is
certainly not a desirable thing. Promotion of eptemeurship of the faculty
and reorganization of the courses to make them matiractive, innovative
and applied are essential.

4. In many of the schools of Studies in the facofysocial Sciences it has been
found that, both the faculty strength and the émeht are very low. In some
of the cases, in spite of the good infrastructarthe university, the strength of
the students in the colleges in much higher than Wniversity School of
Studies. Such a peculiar situation requires a o&-lmto the university
educational system and its reorganization vis-dhascollege education.

In this regard it is suggested that University stidwave a uniform policy of

not having School of Studies below a minimum numberstudents and
15
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faculty. There is no point in having a School ofidBés with just one or two
faculty members for years together. Such schoolstudies will also have
smaller strength of the students also. For an el@rtie School of Studies in
Regional Studies has only one faculty member and ha master's
programme. It has 10 doctoral students and onestus given training in the
diploma course in Rural Planning by the same depart. Similarly, in
School of Ancient Indian History and Tourism the@nly one professor and
2 posts are vacant. There are 14 students at Mdstezl and 20 students in
tourism and 5 doctoral students. There seems touvaey heavy burden on the
faculty. It would be a better idea to shift M.A.ogramme in ancierindian
History to the School of Studiesin Modern Indian History.

On the contrary, we have other Schools of Studieergr we have good
number of faculty but not sufficient students. he tSchool of Studies in
Comparative Religion and Philosophy there is ona&fd3sor, three Readers
and one Lecturer but only two students took admisshis year. Similarly
School of Sociology, which had the status of thep@ament of Special
Assistance by UGC in 1983, has a faculty stren§ht one professor and four
lecturers. The department could admit only six ehisl in MA programme
this year and in MA final the number was also o@lyput of the approved
strength of 60 in each year. In School of Languamas Literature also the
number of the faculty is four but few admissions.School of Studies in
Geology there is one professor and four readersohlyt five students are
there in their M.Sc. programme. The departmentedaa diploma course in
Water Resources in 1984, this year they have rdestun it.

The above discussion does not aim at showing thajeneral University
schools of studies are not able to attract studentSocial Sciences and
Humanities. It simply points out to the fact thatne of the Schools of Studies
have not been able to attract students in spitthefavailable strength of the
faculty and good record in the past. However, sartieer departments in
Social Sciences like Geography, Anthropology, Enoce and Modern Indian
History have good number of students intake, olslouwlue to better
infrastructural facilities and good initiative frotime faculty.

During the last 40 years, the University hasaexied much. At present, it has

23 Schools of Study (that is, University TeachingpBrtments (UTDs)
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catering to 21000 students, including 287 studezgsstered for Ph.D. degrees
in various departments for Postgraduate and Rdserogrammes. Some
UTDs have a few students while others have very fawulty numbers.
Faculty strength of 103 for all the UTDs is obvilyugvadequate to handle
2,000 students. Whether it is the lack of a critisamber of students and
faculty, teaching-learning process becomes hoggleseefficient. This
situation is further aggravated if sub critical UTi@ve overlapping academic
interests and yet have little or no academic colation with each other.
Therefore, there is an urgent need to re-enginedrra-structure academic
programmes, as also the UTDs.

6. Semester and credit (with grades) system, andinumus evaluation of
students are well-established teaching processesughout the world,
including some of the premier academic institutiarfsthe country. The
University should take appropriate steps to grdguhlift to such a system for

both UG and PG programmes.

DEPARTMENT-WISE SUGGESTIONS FOR PROMOTING ACADEMIC
EXCELLENCE

School of Studiesin Chemistry

The School of Studies in Chemistry is one of the important departments of the
University. It has a relatively good number of teaching faculty and enjoys
good infrastructure facilities. However, the department is faced with a number
of problems, which pose severe threat to the department. One of the most
important concerns for the department is to attract students, as the strength
of student is quite low. For this to happen, there is a need to introduce job-
oriented courses. In general, students of today are more attracted towards
the courses/programmes promising job or having good job prospects than in
the traditional courses. There is a broader scope within the domain of
Chemistry to offer courses, which have greater potentiality to provide jobs to
the students. Interactions with the industries would also prove immensely

helpful in this regard.

Time is fast changing and so is the level of technological development. New
technologies/equipment are fast pouring in. The department has to replace

old and obsolete equipment with new ones so as to enrich the teaching and

The University Department of Chemistry should consider covering the

following research areas of relevance to the State of Chattisgarh:

1. Polymeric materials and composites (jointly with Physics
Department).

2. Herbal and Medicinal Chemistry (jointly with Institute of
Pharmacy).

3. Bio-Chemistry and Industrial Chemistry (jointly with Biosciences
SOS).

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research materials. The need of sophisticated equipment is strongly felt by

the department.

6.2.2 School of Studies in Computer Sciences

The School of Studies in Computer Sciences enjoys comparatively good
infrastructure facilities including classrooms, seminar hall, own library and
computer lab. It has been broadening its network and getting connected with
IITs. Also, it has fairly good strength of students (150).

Although the school has good number of students, it does not have sufficient
number of teachers. The poor teacher-student ratio is adversely affecting the
academic activities of the department. Thus, the recruitment of teachers in

this department is filled immediately.

The school should strive to develop R & D capabilities in the following
area:

(i) Numerical Analysis, Real Time analysis,

(i)  Embedded Systems,

(iii)  Bio-informatics,

(iv)  Networking,

6.2.3 School of Studies in Geology and Water Resource

This school enjoys good infrastructure facilitiesluding its own building, library
and labs. But the department, like others, is fgdire problems of paucity of students
and shortage of teaching faculty. The departmeanrtesd a diploma course in Water
Resources in 1984 and this year there are no stsdemhe department should hold
a consultative meeting with the expert in this aegal try to find out means to
develop it. As the region is full of geological sasces and water resources, the
department has to play an important role. Thus thajor task before the
school/department is to attract students as welloaecruit dynamic and competent
teaching faculties.

)
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Introduction of new courses, which have relativggiyyd demand in the job
market, is essential to attract the students. Thesesses may include Remote
Sensing and GIS, with Research focus be on Minegatsmorphologic

studies, etc

School of Studies of Mathematics

The School of Studies in Mathematics is also fagitld the problems of moderate
student strength and lack of teaching facultiesoAthe School has not revised the
curriculum since long. Given this, there is a nEdecruitment of teaching faculties
and the revision of existing curriculum so that reeenue could be developed. The
faculty of this department should be utilized fostitute of Technology. The multi-
disciplinary researches with Physics, Chemistrgt@&ihnology and Engineering need

to be encouraged.

School of Studiesin Physics

The major problems of the School seem to be (ajlarade to low strength of
students; (b) outdated laboratories and (c) lacKaoflities for international level
research. The school must focus of researcheseiasanf materials science, Nan

technology, potencies, energy, etc.

For example, School of Studies in Physics shouletldg the following centres:

@) Centre for MEM S and Embedded Electronics. This newly proposed Centre
should have a strong interface with School of Eeging especially with
engineering departments of Electronics & CommurocatVLSI Design &
Material Sciences.

(b) Centre for Photonics, again with strong linkages with Dept. of Eleciom
and Communications and material sciences.

(c) University Science Instrumentation Centre whisha central facility and is

School of Studiesin Statistics

The School of Studies in Statistics offers PG ahdPprogrammes to 38 students
currently enrolled. Four teaching faculty conding aicademic activities. The School

has been able to demonstrate good academic perioena

However, the School requires more faculty . It ifficult for the four teaching
faculties to manage 38 students enrolled in diffepgogrammes. Hence, recruitment
of faculty is the immediate need. The faculty neamslevelop multi-disciplinary

research areas with economics, biosciences, sggiodic.

The School, however, faces the problem of shortafjdaculty and space for
constructing new labs. It is also strongly feltthg School that there is no adequate
fund for purchasing books and journals. Thus, fai@requirement of the school has

to be met in order to ensure the smooth functigrieaching, and research activities.

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6.2.8 School of Studiesin Regional Studies

The diploma course in Rural Development of Schd@tadies in Regional Studies,
which deals with tribal planning and in which onbyne student was admitted this
year against an intake capacity of 10, should bamed as “Diploma in Tribal
Planning”. In the absence of this it may be conduséh the Diploma in Regional
Planning given by Schools of Planning and Architeet dealing mainly with physical
and economic planning. However, the existing didamTribal or Rural planning is

also very relevant for this tribal dominated arad ahould be continued.

The department is working in close collaborationthwithe department of
anthropology. It is suggested that the departméoulg also expand its area of
collaboration with other departments such as geyageology and economics.
Courses on regional geography, urban and sociajrgpby and regional economics,
after incorporating the necessary changes, canntagrated with the course on
“Master of Regional Planning”. Such a restructuringay help the school of regional
studies to achieve its professed goal of developiig an Institute of Regional
Development / Studies. The respective Schools @n8es can use these courses also.
Such a restructuring of the courses will provideesgy to each of these departments

as well as increase their scope and demand also.

The school has only one faculty, thus, the regreitt of faculty should be the first

priority of this school.

6.2.9School of Studies in Literature and Languages.

School of studies in literature and languages haad ¢gfaculty strength but few
students. In order to make it more functional, sbbool of studies should take the
responsibility of providing the bridge courses inglish language, which are in big

demand. The school should serve as a resourcer dixetdibrary and the computer

)
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center. There is a general complaint that studéwoi® remote areas and tribal

students are no able to compete due to their gaadards of English when they go
out of Chhatisgarh. The department has M.A. leval aertificate level courses in

English. Such bridge courses can be added toekgsting programme. It should also
take up the responsibility of popularizing the sdbj In the modern era when public
sector has to compete with private sector, it isauzeptable to say that there is no
demand. If one has to survive, one has to becomispensable by creating the

demand for itself. The SoS can start a course umnadism also, both in English and

Hindi.

School of Studiesin Sociology

School of Studies in Sociology also has to be adiziéd. It could admit only six
students this year as against the sanctioned $treoig sixty in their Masters
programme in sociology. The SoS has very poor stifugture — not even a computer
exists in the SoSThe very first step the SoS should take is sugdéstanprove its
infrastructure, diversify its academic activitieadapromote studies in allied fields
such as population studies, social work and alsmidates projects in the area of
population and health care and take the advantagfeinancial fundings available
with the Ministry of Health and Family Planning, ited Nations Fund for
Population Activities (UNFPA)United States Agenay Ihternational Development
(USAID) and Population Council etc. The SoS is drai place for locating
Population Research Centre (PRC) of the Ministrie&lth and Family Welfare. The
Ministry has a policy to locate least one PRC irclesstate and it seems that
Chhatisgarh state has no PRC so far. The Universityuld definitely work in this
direction. Chhatisgarh being the new state can Igasegotiate with the Central
Government. The SOS can also take up the resplitysddi many of the evaluation
programmes related to Anganwadi and Balwadi prograes of the Ministry of Social
Welfare, Mother and Child Care programme and Famlpnning Programmes of the
Ministry of Health and Family Welfare and Ministoy Social Welfare. The SOS has

strong potential to provide training to differenG®s also.

The school is doing well and has good faculty.ds lorganized important Seminars
and has taken the challenge of writing the histfrall the 36 local constituents of
Chhatisgarh. However, all the three branches ofoHisnamely Modern, Medieval
and Ancient should preferably be at one place fbeiter package on the courses in
History. The faculty recruitment needs to be dongwority basis, after re-organising
the school.

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The School of Studies in Psychology is one of tfesfigious departments in social

sciences. It has relatively good facilities.

However, the school still lacks in sufficient irgteucture. It will be more demanding
in near future as the department plans to expaetf.itA number of new courses are
about to be launched. At present, the departmentrised of Human Skill labs,
Testing and experimental labs and departmentalriybiThe courses of the school be
re-drafted based on the national and state needréRearch and development
activities in the department needs to be strengtthémthe cognitive sciences and

School of Studiesin Compar ative Religion and Philosophy

This School of Studies offers a number of acadgaragrammes, including diploma
programmes. It has relatively good number of stigldtiowever, in recent years the
strength of students is on the wane which is a negase of concern for the
department. Thus, for the department attractindesits is a big challenge. Ways and
means have to be found out to check declining tcérehrolment in the department.
The school should develop multi-disciplinary resbgurojects. The research grants
from the national and international agencies bdaggd. The faculty skills should be

upgraded to meet the challenges due to globalisatio

School of Studiesin Library and Information Sciences

The School of Studies in Library and Informatione®ces offers both full time and
part-time programmes. Although it was establishegt hack in 1971 and despite
having good number of students, the department boielsave its own building. Also,

the department suffers from acute shortage of tegdhculty. Despite being a job-
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oriented department, it lacks in basic facilitige lavailability of computers with new
packages and books/journals for research work. stheol should carry out research
in information compilation and dissemination. Tieb®ol should be major source of

information base and service to other schools.

6.2.17 School of Studiesin Adult Continuing Education and Extension

This School offers academic programmes of PG diplamd Ph.D in adult education

and extension services.

Although the School enjoys good infrastructurelfes, there are only few students
enrolled in the department. Poor strength of sttedeas perhaps led to fewer number
of teaching faculty. At present, there are only te@aching faculty. What thus appears
to be the need of hour is to make the coursescttieaby linking them with job

market and practical relevance. The school shofiéd oommunity out-reach

programme.

6.2.18 School of Studiesin Physical Education

The School has a good number of students enrdtlatso enjoys required

infrastructure to impart physical education.

The biggest problem of the school seems to behtbdage of teaching faculty. The
department has two teaching faculty for about 88estts. Addition of teaching
faculty is must for smooth functioning of the depaent. The school should identify

the talented sports persons in the region and dpvibem.
6.2.19 Institute of Phar macy

This is one of the reputed self-financing departisef the University. A good
number of students are enrolled. Also, the ingitrjoys all infrastructure facilities
as per the norms of AICTE. It has been demonstgagjood academic performance

over the years.

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However, the institute does not have sufficient banof teaching faculty. Currently,
there are only three teaching faculty to conduetabademic activities. The focus of
the school should be on identification of local me&thl plants, pharmacognosy, and

pharmacology.

Some of the areas of relevance for pharmacologesalarch with the department

should focus (in collaboration with Chemistry SOS):

1. Develop a world class Drug Design Laboratory aady out cutting edge
R&D activities in drawing design and drug delivesystems with special
relevance to herbal drugs and lab of medicines hichv the state of
Chattisgarh has a competing advantage over otherssin the country.

Institute of M anagement

The institute offers PG and Ph.D programmes. Ttad totake of students is 134.
Thus, it is one of the largest departments/inggutf the University. It has created
necessary infrastructure for conducting acadenagrmammes. Also, the institute
claims to achieve hundred percent placements fes-pats. It has strong alumni

association network that provides feedback tonigtute.

The major problems of the institute include laclseparate institute library, lack of
more specialized faculty in IT and finance and latkon-teaching staffs to support
the academic activities. These problems are suatltliby have to be addressed

quickly so that academic activities are not affd@edversely. The Institute of

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Management should carry out sectoral programm@ésilial Welfare of Management-
Entrepreneurship, Information Technology. Carry MID/EDP programmes and

provide consultancies to Industries

University I nstitute of Technology

The University Institute of Technology has beerated recently in 2004. Since the
institute is still in the making. It has every opmity to develop world-class
infrastructure and academic environment for cutédge technologies and create
support services resources to value add both atithiv of knowledge and enhance
value and worth of R&D efforts. However, it hasofifer attractive programmes of
studies, recruit quality faculty in adequate nurskeerd to create necessary academic

and professional infrastructure.

The Department of Biotechnology

The institute of biotechnology has been estabtiskeently. It offers UG and PG
level course. Since the Department of Biotechnoledyeing established and
infrastructure is yet to be created, it would bedent to redefine its curriculum and

develop it at par with national standards.

RESTRUCTURING AND CONSIDERATION OF UTD
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As already pointed out, sub critical size of studen faculty is not conducive to an
healthy and effective teaching learning process, therefore, in the interest of each
UTD to do an internal exercise to see how acad@nugrammes can be restructured
so that the students an attracted, and, furtheg lsw different related departments
with overlapping academic instructor can work thget academically and
administratively, to make the best of availabléliies of the university. There is no
doubt that many departments can benefit considgetablvorking together. However,
established departments invariably oppose thisga®cTherefore, there is a need for
initiating a dialogue process in a suitable comaeitiwith some members invited form
outside institutions. The clustering is best ddrtbe affected departments choose to
work together voluntarily at different levels innrse formal manner so that the cluster

could share and collaborate in academic functions.

A suggested clustering of some departments indima bf working dynamic clusters
is given in the following. The cluster could beledla School, Institution, Faculty, or
a Division.

. Faculty of Technology: It should emphasis the Eegiing & Technology,
Computer Science, Electronics / Biotechnology, etc.

. Faculty of Pharmaceutical Science.

. Faculty of Management and Applied Economics: It wtio include

Management, Economics & Commerce.

The Institution of Technology of the University st also aim to foster an inter-

disciplinary approach so that departments groupeteuthe cluster work in close
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cooperation with the Science Departments. The seiase of modern engineering is
as important today as is the technology orientatibscientific pursuits so that the
effort invested in the academic departments whileching the knowledge base
results in fostering innovations and innovativeduats for the benefit of the industry
in the State and in the country at large. Each i&eging Department should run PG

programmes in areas of relevance to the industries.

It may however be mentioned that the University tvaly form this year (2004-2005)
has started a University Institute of TechnologylT)Uwithin its campus. This
Institute is currently housed in the makeshift asowdation and its laboratories and
support facilities are highly inadequate. It isceenended that while establishing the
laboratories for various academic departmentsigitistitute, a careful exercise must
be carried with the expert support so that the ratoosies are modeled along the
requirements of 21st Century, which entails tha& thcus must be on developing
laboratories to showcase the latest instruments equipments and test-setups
exhibits use of latest technology and processes fHyuires that the experimental
setup should be innovative in their design andetkgeriments carried out should go
beyond mere demonstration and routine testingatn, fit is absolutely essential to
create an environment of research in the undergtadlaboratories so that the
students are given a chance to think and responthg¢onew challenges in the
respective areas catered by their curricula. Itld/tne desirable that most of the test-
setups promote computer aided testing and anadygisexperiments are design as
open ended experiments to give an opportunityecstbdents to explore some hidden
dimensions usually not covered by tailor-made erpemtal setups. It may also be
added that a world-class laboratory design shoatdrcfor stimulated experiments
and virtual experimentation along side with livexming physical setups so that the
simulation and modeling capabilities could be iceteéd during the laboratory
exercises. The laboratory, if not all, at least sommich have direct relevance to the
industrial needs of the area, should be establisisedorld-class test houses so that
the expensive equipments are utilized for industtgvant research and consultancy

by the students and faculty.
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NEW DIMENSIONSFOR ACADEMIC GROWTH

Pt. Ravishankar Shukla University being one ofdltest universities in the State of
Chattisgarh, is expected to propel new innovationsts academic and research
programmes so as to empower Chattisgarh is emergiegs of science and
technology. In a knowledge age where knowledgetadinology base is changing at
a unprecedented rate, it is important for the usite to seriously pursue the path of
knowledge and innovation management. For this m&paew structures are to be
created in fact, the Universities of today whicte arimarily engaged in human

So that, the intellectual pool and knowledge weditlthe university is transformed

The idea is
also to facilitate the transformation of laboratokgvel research into
commercial viable products, technology and know-how

(i) Centrefor Advance Studies and Resear ch in Indigeneous M edicines - This
Centre should focus on the rich herbal and tribatlicines base in the State.
The state of art laboratories of the Centre shewddk in close collaboration
with the bio-tech and medicinal chemistry departteeof the University.
Innovative drug design based on indigeneous andl lberbs and plants
should be the focus of research and developmehtsrCentre.

(i)  Centrefor Advance Materials- The Centre should focus on R&D in areas of
current and future relevance such as, DevelopménSroart materials,

intelligent materials, biomaterials based new nialt@and composites.

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CHAPTER 7

INSTITUTIONLISING GOOD GOVERNANCE SYSTEM

71  GOVERNANCE OF THE UNIVERSITY

7.1.1 Revision of Actsand Statutes

Knowledge is increasingly becoming the engine @dnemic growth of globalized

economics of the world. It is in the interest of @lilized nations to par a heavy
emphasis on the generation, diffusion and assiimiladf created knowledge among
its citizens. Universities being temples of knovgedit is only proper to empower
universities to perform their functions effectivelyThis demands flexibility,

transparency, dynamic responsiveness and accolitytabi the part of the University

administration. An autonomous university can orlytare these characteristics. The
[ITs, IMs and some of the Central Universities dagstablished their academic
reputation worldwide is largely due to their libe@nd autonomous governance.
system. It should be noted that the autonomy enjdyethe MITs is significantly

higher than that of lITs. In sharp contrast, adltstuniversities, have very restricted
autonomy and little academic and administrativexilidity. Further, there is

considerable political control and interferencehe overall governance of the state
universities. The Chattisgarh state universitiesrar exception. In fact, compared to
many other state universities, Chattisgarh unitiessiare more constrained and
restrained by the State government procedures. Asresequence, most state
universities in the community are academically adchinistratively not very healthy.

Imagine the head of the university, namely the \@wncellor, having no power to
select his own administrative officers, or his fia¢curo expect the VC to deliver good
governance and to nurture faculty to create knogdednder the present rules of

governance would be wrong.

In view of the preceding observations, it is sugggshat the state government sets up

a high-powered committee of distinguished acadenito advise on the formulation

)
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of a new Act and Statutes considered with the deimai a Knowledge Republic.

The act and statutes of 1ITs and Central Universitian provide suitable guidelines.

7.1.2 ERP Initiative

The governance system for a university providesel msegulatory mechanism
provided the bodies of the university work as dyitasystems constantly improving
both the efficacy and effectiveness of the servipesvided by them. Take for
example, the most common problem relating to thggamted curriculum up-gradation
at regular intervals. The Boards of Studies in dndUniversities are supposed to be
taking care of this aspect. However, in the absearica feedback mechanism and a
well-defined system of curriculum update the couwrsgiculum remains unchanged,
thus making the curriculum outdated. Likewise, gx@mination system, which is
headed by the Controller of Examination of the @nsity, does little or no research
on examination system in the university. Similarly, large number of other
administrative and professional functions of theversity lack the support of modern
managerial techniques. It is therefore, propodeat tPt. Ravishankar Shukla
University should develop a model for ERP (EntespriResource Planning &
Management) along the lines of a corporate systérarein various administrative
structures interact between themselves to prowndevital information for effective

planning and management of the university.

7.1.3 New initiatives

0] The University should develop angovernance model for its administrative
and academic functions.

(i) The University network connecting its various departments in a wire as wel
as wireless mode is required for this purpose.

(V) The University governance system requires aomayerhaul so that both the
academic and management functions are efficientllyedfectively transacted.
In this respect, the university should create BureaCurriculum Innovation
and Examination Reforms, Bureau of Corporate Colative Research,

Bureau of National and International Collaboration.

UNIVERSITY COLLEGE INTERFACE

The affiliated institutions of a university usualget little or no attention of the
university except, the examinations, which are cateld, by the university. In order
to improve the university college interface, theversity should have a College
Development Council, headed by a Dean of Colledas should focus on improving
the quality of academic and professional serviceshe affiliated institutions in
addition to providing solutions to their problemsThe Dean’s office should be
empowered with reasonable autonomy (academic andnadrative) to act as a
major support to the growth of academic and prodess excellence in the affiliated

institutions.

The IT-enabled managerial system employing a uolyefdeveloped network
supported by an University Educational Managemembrination System, UMIS
would provide the necessary support to the Deacalfeges to provide efficient

services to the affiliated institutions.

The University has special responsibility and peige of monitoring the academic
standard and values towards its affiliating coleegad providing the synergy by

integrating the system. The University can ache/éhis by:

1. Establishing a well defined academic structetating to "Schools of Studies"
and "Faculties" of the University and its affilidteolleges.
2. Establishing a system of upgrading the coursds@organizing their modules

in response to the market forces.
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3. Ensuring that the changes made in academicandes / statutes are brought
to the notice of the School of Studies and theegels and there are strictly

followed.

It is here that it requires a visipre@adership firmly committed to the
growth and advancement of the university towardsvald-class academic and
research system. The faculty for various courkesld also be selected on merit and
proven scholastic aptitude so that they are insitipo to safeguard the academic and
research interest. The existing faculty requimesntoring and alignment to the
current world trends in academics and researttis Shall improve their competence
to embark on curriculum innovation while at the satime equip them with the good
laboratory practices, for their academic and redesaboratories and centres. The
faculty need to be oriented towards ever increasiisg of information and
communication technologies in creating an IT-endlielsvironment and a technology-
savvy campus. In the age of easy-access to alailaiowledge and information
about world-class universities it should not béiclifit to create such competence and
caliber in the faculty.

Shukla University is to work out its collaboratiarangement with some of the
leading universities in the world so that it beteefrom the best practices adopted in
these universities in curriculum design and in dieévery of academic and research

services.

It may not be out place of to mention that if theversities in the state such as, Pt.
Ravishankar Shukla University do not make the rsamys preparedness to the
challenges posed by foreign universities in Indigch universities will take away the
talented students who presently seek admissiorhénIhdian State Universities

leaving behind the second rate school leaversitiogjar programmes. This will cause
39
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a devastating blow to India’s human resource coermet as those studying in foreign
universities are likely to be trained for foreigmbg and for the requirement of the
multinationals. However, on the other hand, if ooiversities encash the opportunity
thrown open by globalization of higher educatioheyt would emerge as world
leaders in selected areas of academic and reseadelavours. The foreign students
would then find it lucrative to take admissionslmdian universities while our own
bright students currently looking for foreign umisiéies would have a larger
attraction to study in the India universities pawd we are able to create a bias for
quality and relevance in our academic programmet. RRvishankar Shukla
University should in our opinion, take this oppmity as a challenge and prepare

itself to greet this challenge.

The essence of privatization among other thingoiapetition. Larger the number of
private players or keepers greater the compethigtveen private players on the one
hand and between public and private on the othed.hBhus, the stage is set for the
survival of the fittest.

At least various needs and areas could be identified where the interface
between public and private institution is more visible and producing both
positive and negative outcomes.

8.3 CURRICULUM REVIEW ANS DEVELOPMENT
Universities develop their curricula keeping maimyiew the suitability of course,

market demands / job orientation, skill impartingdasoon. It is well argued that
public institutions in general fail to keep pacethwthe changing needs so far as
curriculum development is concerned whereas privetiutions keep or revising the
curricula in response to changing milieu. That isyvstudents find the curricula /
types of courses attractive and relevant. Thise af the reasons why enrolments in
public / government funded institution shave beewgliding, delayed response or
unwillingness to respond to changing circumstargesiually tend to bring these
institutions to moribund state. Thus, public ingittns of higher learning have to
complete with the parallel system to have attractiurricula. Only those can survive

who are able to excel academically and offer theiauum relevant to the need of
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society and industry. The University would set umechanism of curriculum review

and development which would be dynamic in natuckerer evolving.

INFRASTRUCTURE FACILITIES

Infrastructure facilities constitute one of the alitcomponents of pedagogy.

Infrastructure facilities include classrooms, lityseequipments and so on. Needless to
say that those things are of special importancenéaithy academic atmosphere. In
general, private institutions come up with goodasftructure facilities as compared to
institutions run / added by government. Lack ofasfructure creates bad impression

among the prospective students.

While on the one hand they have improved themseliéls respect to the areas
mentioned above, they have to interact with othmstitutes of higher learning.
Networking with other institutes not only offerseth an opportunity for self-
assessment but also provide them with new and atnh@vtechniques tasks and so on.
The university would strive to be a role model ®nobnstrating the best practices to
all the other educational service providers. Thavekrsity should set up smart

campus with ultra modern facilities.
