Adjunct Faculty members/ Visiting Professor/ Professor of Practice shall not
act as Research Supervisors and can only act as co-supervisors. However,
Distinguish professor / Emeritus professor of Pt.

15.4 In order to pass in any of the first to eight semester examination a candidate must
obtain at least 40% marks in internal assessment of each course (paper) and 36%
marks in each theory course (paper) and an aggregate of 45% in internal
assessment and theory course (paper) taken together.

15.12 A candidate is allowed to appear in the sixth semester examination only when
he /she has cleared all the first, second, third. and fourth semester. If a candidate
who appears in sixth semester and has failed in fifth semester examination, his/
her result will be withheld unless and until he/ she clears the fifth semester exams.

15.13 In the matters of admission. examination. attendance, revaluation and all other
matters not provided in the ordinance of BBA program shall be governed by the
general provisions of the relevant ordinance said in so as they are not inconsistent
with the provisions of this ordinance.
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
