The |ibrary database currently contains 163,110 records,

Bank, and PhD theses. The library's Online Public Access

Cat al ogue (OPAC) and circul ati on processes are automated and
functioning efficiently. Additionally, all reading materials
are barcoded for easy tracking and managenent.

To support digitization, the library is equipped with a
sophi sticated overhead scanner—Bookeye 4. All PhD t heses have
been digitized and upl oaded to t heShodhganga repository.

The |ibrary uses Kni mbus software, enabling renote access to |IP-
based e-resources.
