English-From its establishment (1965) the Teaching Department commenced with Linguistics as the only
subject offering Post Graduate course. In the due course of time, it was realised that the department had been
lacking a vital component of academic studies i.e. English Language and Literature. There was a need and
growing demand for the integration of English in the curriculum which was fulfilled with the commencement of
M.A. (English) in 1991 and M.Phil. (English) in 1994.The courses in English have achieved remarkable success.
The School has produced 23 Ph.D. And 280 M.Phil.till date. English helps in a comprehension of the modern
multicultural global world. The School continues to import its share in the development of Chhattisgarh state by
paving the way for success and achievement of aspirations and goals in all fields.
