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The first annual conference of Chhattisgarh Sociological Association (CGSA) was organized on 

28 and 29 June 2024 in the auditorium of Pt. Ravishankar Shukla University, Raipur under the 

joint aegis of Chhattisgarh Sociological Association (CGSA) and School of Study in  Sociology 

and Social Work, Pt. Ravishankar Shukla University Raipur. This first annual conference was 

organized on the topic "Status of tribal women in the global scenario". Scholars, researchers, and 

professors from all over the country including the host Chhattisgarh presented research papers. 

The President of the Chhattisgarh Sociological Association and coordinator of the convention 

(conference) Prof. Preeti Sharma and Secretary of the Association and Organizing Secretary of the 

convention Prof. L.S. Gajpal were present. With the aim of empowerment of tribal women, CGSA 

organized its first annual conference on the above subject on 28 and 29 June 2024. 

The inaugural ceremony of this conference will be held at 10.30 am, and the chief guest will be 

Mr. Prasanna R (IAS), Secretary of Higher Education, Government of Chhattisgarh. The special 

guest was Dr. Aruna Palata, Vice Chancellor of Hemchand University, Durg. The keynote speaker 

was Dr. Sukhdev Nayak, former Dean of Social Sciences, at Sambalpur University, Odisha. The 

special guests were Prof. Sweta Prasad, Secretary of the Indian Sociological Society, and Dr. 

Mahesh Shukla, President of the Madhyanchal Sociological Society. This event was organized 

under the patronage of Prof. Sachchidanand Shukla, Vice Chancellor of Pt. Ravishankar Shukla 

University. Prof. Shukla was also present as the patron of the organizing committee. 



In his address, the chief guest Mr. Prasanna R., Secretary of Higher Education, Chhattisgarh 

Government, said that it is necessary to ponder the status of tribal women in the current perspective 

and this is an important subject on which serious work needs to be done. It would be better if we 

go to the tribal areas and study and find out the real situation. Based on research work, a better 

policy can be made for their empowerment. 

The special guest of the function was Prof., Vice Chancellor of  Hemchand University, Durg. 

Aruna Palta, citing the example of President Draupadi Murmu and former Governor of 

Chhattisgarh State Ms. Anusuiya Uikey, said that there is no dearth of talent among tribal women, 

they have ample possibilities, the need is to make them aware. She described the topic of the first 

annual conference of CGSA as relevant in the current context. The keynote speaker of the 

ceremony, Dr. Sukhdev Nayak, former Dean of Social Sciences, Sambalpur University, Odisha, 

said that there are ample possibilities for studying the status of tribal women, the need is to study 

with full dedication and honesty so that the real facts can be found out. 

Present as a special guest, the Secretary of the Indian Sociological Society, Prof. Shweta Prasad, 

while describing the status of tribal women in the global scenario as relevant in the present times, 

congratulated the formation of CGSA and said that Chhattisgarh Sociological Association will 

definitely set an example by creating a better environment for students, researchers, and professors. 

President of Madhyanchal Sociological Society, Dr. Mahesh Shukla said that studying tribes in 

Chhattisgarh is challenging and there are ample possibilities of study here. He informed me that 

scholars like Prof. Indradev and Verrier Elwin have done world-famous studies on the tribes of 

Chhattisgarh. 

Earlier, Prof. Preeti Sharma, President of the Chhattisgarh Sociological Association and 

Coordinator of the conference, while giving information about the entire process of formation of 

the Chhattisgarh Sociological Association, while highlighting the objectives of the event, said that 

our effort will be to establish such a platform for researchers where various academic activities are 

promoted continuously. In his welcome speech, Secretary of CGSA and Organizing Secretary of 

the conference, Prof. L.S. Gajpal said that despite all the schemes related to tribal women, they 

have not been able to join the mainstream of the society, which is absolutely necessary today. Prof. 

N. Kujur, President of Sociology and Social Work Study Centre of Pt. Ravishankar Shukla 

University, Raipur, said that after independence, the tribes have developed but even today there is 

a need to provide adequate opportunities. The ceremony was inaugurated by garlanding the statue 



of Maa Saraswati and lighting of lamps. On this occasion, the souvenir of the conference was also 

released. On the occasion of the conference, all the office bearers and members of the Chhattisgarh 

Sociological Association were administered the oath by the Secretary of the Indian Sociological 

Society, Prof. Shweta Prasad. On this occasion, more than a hundred lecturers and researchers 

were present in the auditorium. After the inaugural session, in the technical session, Prof. Sukhdev 

Nayak presented his views as the keynote speaker. He asked the researchers to get involved in 

more and more research work. On this occasion, about 25 research papers were read. Students also 

presented Sanskrit programs.

They are naturally spontaneous and simple. On this occasion, Prof. Dhruv Dixit, Secretary of 

Madhyanchal Sociological Society Madhya Pradesh, Prof. Mahesh Shukla, President of Madhya 

Pradesh Sociological Society, and Prof. Anshu Kedia, member of the Managing Committee of the 

Indian Sociological Society, congratulated the formation of Chhattisgarh Sociological Association 

and the successful organization of the first annual conference. 

On the second day of the conference, the President of Indian Sociological Society Prof. Maitreyi 

Chaudhary made an online presence and congratulated the formation of Chhattisgarh Sociological 



Association and called the event a commendable effort. While chairing the first session of the 

conference, Prof. N. Kujur, HOD of Sociology and Social Work, said that there is no difference 

between men and women in tribal life. More women than men go to the market and buy essential 

items by selling their goods. Prof. Kujur said that as the tribal society is coming in contact with 

the developed society, more problems are coming in their life. Prof. Pushpa Tiwari, who was 

present as the co-chair, said that they may be 10 percent beautiful, but they work 90 percent hard 

and we pay 90 percent attention to our beauty. They have more knowledge than the modern society. 

Prof. Neerja said that the tribal class has more knowledge than us in the fields of medicine, herbal, 

agriculture, etc. and we need to learn from them. 

The second session was chaired by Dr. Hemlata Borkar, Associate Professor of Sociology and 

Social Work. Co-chair and Secretary of Madhyanchal Sociological Society Madhya Pradesh, Prof 

Dhruv Dixit said that there is a need to make special provisions for the empowerment of tribal 

women. Prof., member of the management committee of the Indian Sociological Society. Anshu 

Kedia appreciated the research papers presented by the researchers on the status of tribal women. 

Prof. Shraddha Girolkar said that if we talk about tribal women, then they are definitely far ahead 

of us. We may be ahead of them economically in terms of material resources, but their thoughts 

are far ahead of us and they are much more modern than us. 

Earlier, information about three new laws was also given in this annual conference. The District 

Administration Raipur organized a capacity-building program on the subject of New Criminal Law 

Reforms, under which law professors Prof. Abhinav Shukla, Prof. Heena Ilyas and advocate 

Shubham Tomar provided detailed information about the three new laws being implemented in the 

country from July 1. More than 25 research papers were read in the four technical sessions of the 

conference. Vice President of Chhattisgarh Sociological Association Prof. Suchitra Sharma 

presented the conclusion. The Organizing Secretary of the conference Prof. L.S. Gajpal expressed 

his gratitude.
